What was the hardest part of the learning curve foryou? Two things were difficult: trying to figure out howy
to find the bevel and how to make the book instomst work left-handed. I've since learned that opeds to be
both left and right handed.

What was the first thing that you ever turned? The first thing | turned was a spindle with veryldools.
What is your favorite form to turn now? | have two favorite forms: bowls and Christmas oneats.

Do you have a favorite piece that you have turned™y favorite is a small, thin-walled bowl that wasred
green.

On the left are the centers...made from MDF. Orritiie are the ends.

Gluing the scraps together. I'm not paying anynditte to the pat-
tern...mostly just want to get pieces with the sémekness.

The ends are glued on to the centers.

Now the sides are glued on.

And finally the tops & bottoms, along with a coupliescraps for hold-
ing between centers.

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Here's the first one mounted between centers olathe.

It is turned round and the center marked.

For the initial shaping, cut the ends at about aadgle.

Continue shaping into a rounded form. Because i@ ¢s going every
which way, use a sharp tool and take light cuts.

If I'm after a specific size, I'll use a templaBait in this case, | don't
care and just want the ball to be nice and round.
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Now the ball is removed from between centers, tiusd&nocked off,
and it's flipped 90 and the ends turned roundsThay need to be dong
two or three times to get it spherical.

This is after it's been sanded a bit.

And, finally, the finished spheres!!

Here is a good pen-making tip that | got from #uest issue of “Woodturning Design”. Here it is fllose of you
who aren’t subscribed to this magazine. Insteaduying a $40 pen press, take two pieces of harddwhbard
maple, ipe, osage, etc.) and turn two morse tdperhe headstock and the tail stock. The fronfamer of them
should be slightly concave. Insert the morse tajmosyour headstock and tailstock, lock down ytilstock and
by turning the tailstock hand wheel you can presg pen parts together between centers.
