A CHAT WITH “JONATHON”

don’t know or get to better know people we do know!  

 
 
Name: Jonathon Spafford 
 
Where do you live now and where have you lived in the past?  I lived in the 
Bay Area when I was really little (so I’m told)… don’t remember it! We moved to 
Camas when I was three and I’ve have been here ever since.

My shop is part of our three 
car garage. Most of the tools in the “shop” are my dad’s (table saw, compound miter saw, bandsaw, jointer, elec-
tric planer, routers, etc.); the lathe is mine, though, and it is on a rolling bench that my dad and I built.  

What kind of lathe(s) do you have? Only have one lathe… it is a little JET mini lathe.  

How many different turning tools do you have and what is your absolute favorite of them? Maybe 15 or 
so… I’m just going off of memory though. My all time favorite is my little 1/2” Crown Skew Chisel.  

If you were stranded on a deserted island (where else do people get stranded?) with only your lathe, what 
other three tools would you really like to have with you?  I would probably want my skew chisel, my bowl 
gouge, and a large round nose scraper. I probably could do most of my work with just those.  

Who is your favorite lathe manufacturer and who is your turning-tool manufacturer?  I only have my JET 
mini, but I am very impressed with how much of a work horse it is! When it comes to turning tools, I like Crown.  

How long have you been turning and what got you into it?  I have gotten into so many different hobbies. One 
of them was carving golf balls. Basically, you cut open the plastic casing and inside is a rubber core. I read a book 
on how to carve caricatures into the rubber, but I had a hard time getting the balls open. The book suggested using 
a lathe to cut through the casing and then using two screw drivers to pry half of the casing off. So, one Christmas 
my dad got me a Jet mini… this was four years ago. It wasn’t until last year that I actually tried cutting a golf ball 
open. When I first got the lathe, I set up the lathe, put a square piece of oak between centers, positioned my tool 
rest precisely four-and-a-half inches from the piece of wood and picked up a tool to turn. Of course the skew 
looked like the best tool for turning spindles so I picked that one up, turned up the speed to the highest the lathe 
wood go (3000 something) and stuck the tool in the wood… insert loud bang here! This was my first try with 
turning! My dad ordered me Turning Wood by Richard Raffan and after some playing around I was hooked!  

How did you learn to turn?  Pretty much taught myself. I read Richard Raffan’s book “Turning Wood”, watched 
the accompanying movie, read other books and watched lots of videos. Of course, I also learned a lot from attend-
ing the classes and seminars at Cascade.  

What was the hardest part of the learning curve for you? Probably learning how the different tools cut and 
learning how to use them right. I had the hardest time learning to use the 3/8” spindle gouge (which should have 
been the easiest), partly because the tools didn’t come sharpened and so I didn’t know better than to cut with dull 
tools. Also, because the grind wasn’t originally a fingernail grind, so I would always catch the wings. I also had 
trouble because I didn’t know that a spindle gouge wasn’t meant for bowl turning.  

What was the first thing that you ever turned?   A spindle was the first thing and a little billy club was the sec-
ond thing.  

What is your favorite form to turn now?  I don’t think I have a favorite. I get bored if I am not constantly trying 
new things and new forms.  

Do you have a favorite piece that you have turned?  Probably, my Arabic style finial box that I turned at a 
Jimmy Clewes class.  

Who is your favorite turner and why do you like him/her? I like Dale Larson, Sharon Doughtie, Andi Wolfe, 
and Jimmy Clewes. Each of them have awesome styles. I like Dale’s pieces because he lets the beauty of the 
wood show through his simple forms (a style that is lacking now days). I like Sharon, Andi, and Jimmy because 
they each have very artistic styles without getting too bizarre. They all are phenomenal turners! 

What do you like most and what do you like least about turning?  I love seeing the desired form come out of 
an ugly piece of wood. It is so rewarding! I hate catches, checks, CA glue sling, and I really hate it when I get 
sawdust up my nose!

Then we cut that into strips at 10

Cut at 30
. See the sliver of wood to the left?  We'll be 
using it later.

Finally, we get to go to the lathe. Here's the tube, ready 
to turn.

TIP OF THE MONTH  

Here is an easy “recipe” for a BLO/CA glue finish. There are thousands of ways to do a BLO/CA glue finish, but 
this is the only way I know of to do it without a variable speed lathe and without using sanding sealer. First, sand 
the object that you wish to finish up to at least 600 grit. Than take a paper towel and tear it into half. Keep folding 
up one of the halves into a long strip… about 1” by 6”. This is easier to use for applying the finish than bunching 
up a paper towel. First, turn the lathe up to the fastest speed. Then, apply a dime size spot of boiled linseed oil 
(BLO) to the tip of the paper towel applicator and run it across the piece while the lathe is running. Take a bottle 
of Thick CA glue and starting from one end of the piece run the paper towel applicator from one end to the other 
over the surface of the piece while drizzling a small stream of glue in between the paper towel and the piece. Con-
tinue drizzling a thin stream of glue onto the piece until you reach the end. Then run the paper towel back and 
forth lightly over the piece to even out any “rings” of CA glue glue that like to form. Keep running it back and 
forth until it is smooth. You can then apply a little pressure to the piece to burn the finish in. Turn off the lathe and 
let it set for a minute. Then take some 600 grit and with the lathe off sand the piece in the direction of the grain. 
Repeat the process at least two more times to build up a good finish. Make sure that you let the piece sit for an 
hour or so on the lathe after you finish it to let the finish set up. The piece should be allowed to sit over night be-
fore handling it extensively. Make sure that you use goggles as the glue has a tendency to sling all over the 
place… don’t ask me how I know this!!!
